Hereby authorise the Environmental Law Centre, P.O. Box 267, Southport, Merseyside PR8 1WD, United Kingdom to represent me in the proceedings before the Petition Committee, European Parliament, and in any subsequent proceedings under the Community Law, concerning the petition introduced under Article 194 ECT, that EC /EU accession to European Court of Human Rights (ECHR) be stopped until the irregularity and impropriety within ECHR is investigated by the Human Rights Committee of Council of Europe (COE) and safeguards  introduced in proposed reform protocol in order to protect the human rights of EU citizens as afforded by the Convention. 

I sincerely believe that the ECHR has consistently violated its own Convention under Articles 6, 8, 13, 14 and 17. Furthermore its actions are in breach of Articles 20, 21, 41, 42, 47, 53 and 54 of the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union as well as Article 6 of Treaty of European Union. 

Actions of the ECHR are incompatible with Articles 7, 8, and 10 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, which formed the basis of the COE considerations in the creation of the Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms in 1950.

It is a known fact that the ECHR bases its judgement on ‘secret reports’ drawn up by the Rapporteur at ‘Admissibility Stage’ where only 5% of the cases are admitted. Sight of these ‘secret reports’ is denied to all applicants. Further it is no secret that ECHR has also used Article 19 of the Convention to deny human rights of EU Citizens. By its own admission, the Court (ECHR) concedes that “is not competent to deal with an application alleging errors of law or fact committed by the domestic courts”. This stance leads one to question what the ECHR is there for; if it is not able to investigate human rights violations that violate rights guaranteed under the Convention but which ECHR dismisses as “errors in law”.
I do not believe the ECHR inspires confidence as an independent international court. Under the circumstances I do not believe the ECHR is a competent court to deal with the protection of Human Rights of EU citizens and or breach of Community Legislation. The EU accession to the ECHR will remove all the human rights protection afforded by the Convention, and the human rights protection afforded by the Charter of Fundamental Rights will be sidelined. This is not in line with the founding principles of the EU. Disfranchising citizens is not in the interest of democracy.
